The task force is still collecting information and looking at leadership training and possibly a listing of committees and what are the roles each committee on the FPTA website.
The Governmental Advocacy  Committee report, given by Ken Jacobs – Legislative Panel co-chair, reported on a new feature to help keep members informed and interested in legislative activities – a GAC newsletter that can be found on the webpage and was noticed to all FPTA members in last week’s e-mail blast.  A conference call was held with Regional Directors and District Chairs to start work on contacting legislators with a report due back from each district to the GAC by September 10, 2008.
The BOD reviewed the agenda for the upcoming leadership training that will be done at Fall Conference. The BOD is reviewing the contract with our lobbying firm, the Pennington Law group.
