D) Governmental Advocacy Committee – Ken Jacobs


1) State Governmental Advocacy Reports –

          a) Grant Applications - Currently applications received for Trevor Lents, ND, Eric Chaconas, ND, and Cheryl Dodge ECD. Also interested are Eric Schweitzer WCD and Mike Mellon WCD.


       b) Legislative update - Paul Hughes is working in his task force to draft legislation in accordance with the Model Practice Act.  Ken Jacobs spoke with the Executive Director and the President of the Minnesota Chapter about how they passed legislation this year increasing from 30 to 90 days – treatment without referral. A conference call will be planned for next month to review all pertinent information and start formulating plans the upcoming legislative session.

       c) Ken Jacobs again urged all Regional Directors to encourage their members to call or email their Congressmen to pass HR 748 and S 450 “Repeal of the Therapy Caps”. If not passed, then on July 1, 2008, the Therapy Caps return and the exception process with be discontinued.


  2) FPT – PAC – Tracey Estok


       PAC has approx. $14,000 year to date in contributions and there is currently $45,000 total in PAC after the recent checks that were recommended by the lobbyists and sent to candidates.
          a) Silent Auction- Diana Ickes will send out an email detailing the silent Auction for PAC at the Fall Conference.

Currently we are looking at donations of books written by Physical Therapist, and each district will have a theme for donations.
