Discussion included that some Board members felt this was attempted in 2006 with a TF appointed and then it was subsumed in the group appointed to complete FA 10-06 (Governance TF).  The FA 10-06 group verbalized many frustrations but ultimately focused on governance of the organization, including the Assembly.  Thereafter the SE district brought forth many FAs aimed at various items, including governance, Board size, but withdrew the FAs based on the Board’s commitment to undertake a complete review. This TF’s work will be confidential and its meetings will not be open to other members because of the confidential information it will be reviewing.  The goal is for this TF to complete its work with a report back to the Board at Annual conference so that the new Board may review and determine what, if any, recommendation(s) it will proceed with.
