H.    Reserve Funds – Steve Musco

Short Term  Funds - $268,788.50. Up $6984 but overall  down 33% since 2007


Long Term Funds - $290,253.30. Down $6145, but overall down 16% since 2007


Money Market - $457, 428.42

Craig and Steve have been researching possible purchase of another office condo that is for sale, as a potential source of revenue. 
Steve decided that in order to get investment funds actively managed that he would sign documents to have Jim Lebaron continue to work with our investment for now.  There is no cost to FPTA and costs are absorbed by the  Broker. This gives the Finance Panel time to interview other prospective brokers. So far there are a few replies.

Craig and Steve talked to Chuck Martin who would be willing assist with working 

with an RFP to help find a broker. It will cost $250 plus travel.

J.      Regional Directors Report
